DES MOINES WEST ZONE

The Des Moines West zone has seven societies with approximately 135 members. The societies are from Beautiful
Savior in Polk City, Faith in Adel, Shepherd of the Valley in West Des Moines, Gloria Dei in Urbandale and Mt. Olive and
Trinity in Des Moines.

Rallies were held spring and fall. Speakers have been local missionaries who have served to share the good news in
Los Angeles and Tijuana, China and Africa. A skit is presented at each rally from the previous host society pertaining to
the theme of the rally. Ingatherings for the rallies have included mittens for the children of Nepal and material scraps for
eyeglass cases provided for an eye glass medical mission.

Des Moines East and West zones have joined forces to hold a prayer service, usually the first Saturday of Lent. Each
zone hosts the event every other year and the guest zone then provides the program.

The combined efforts of both zones have also been used
Des Moines area hospitals with baby clothes that are given to the parents of the infant that dies. This provides them with
clothing that is appropriate for pictures and lasting mementos. Memory boxes have also been included in our donations
to the hospitals.
